


Abstract guidelines

Abstracts must describe research or clinical cases that has/have not been published or
presented already and has/have not been submitted to another meeting at the time of
submission. Only original research, systematic reviews and clinical cases will be accepted.
Abstracts about planned studies as well as nonsystematic reviews will be rejected.

Authors may present only one paper at the congress, but may co-author other papers.

The presentation at the congress must conform to the data in the published abstract. If

a mistake is discovered after submission, please contact the editor in chief of Clinical Oral
Investigations Prof. M. Hannig immediately to discuss revision before publication. If revision
is not possible anymore before publication, the poster should fully explain the reason for any
deviations from the abstract, either in the results or in the conclusions.

The Abstract and Poster must contain the following items:
> The email address of the corresponding author.
> Title of abstract (130 characters including spaces or less).

> Surnames and first names of all authors. Please indicate the presenting author with
an asterisk.

> Affiliations of all authors (only institute, city, country - not address, email or phone
number).

>The abstract text (without title, authors and affiliations but with acknowledgements).
must not exceed 2.000 characters including spaces. Diagrams and tables are not
allowed in the abstract.

> Please acknowledge all sources of funding at the end of the abstract.

The text of the abstract should be arranged in the following sections. Each section must
begin with the section heading printed in bold as follows.

For Research Abstracts:
> Aim: Clearly state the aim and hypotheses of your research Please acknowledge all
sources of funding at the end of the abstract.

> Materials and Methods: Please describe methodology so that readers understand your
approach. In experimental studies please mention number of specimens/ participants.

> Results: Avoid vague statements. Present data and statistical analysis with concrete
numbers such as means and standard deviations. Abstracts with vague presentation of
data will be rejected.

> Conclusion: the conclusions must be based on the described results and should be explicit.
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For Case Reports:
> Aim: Please describe the baseline situation (diagnosis), the indication and the aim of the
treatment.

> Materials and Methods: Please describe the treatment, the used materials and methods
> Results: Please describe the clinical outcomes.

> Discussion: Please evaluate the treatment outcomes and critically discuss the treatment
methodology.

Poster preparation guidelines

— Poster format is AO upright. Please print your poster on paper or tissue and bring it to the
exhibition. At the venue, material for poster mounting (adhesive tape) will be provided.

— Please print Poster number given on the confirmation email as well as a picture of the presen-
ting author in the upper left corner of the poster. Also, title and author(s) must be included
on the poster. The text may deviate from the abstract but key information and numbers should
be given in the poster. Presenters may display text figures, photographs and tables in the best
manner for their abstract.

— Prepare all illustrations neatly and legibly beforehand in a size sufficient to be read at a distan-
ce of 2m.

— Presenters must set up and tear down their poster at the designated times so that the poster
can be viewed during the allocated poster viewing time. No exceptions will be allowed.

— Presenters are asked to be present at the poster viewing and discussion time mentioned in the
email in order to allow discussion of your poster.

— Presenters are urged to register for the congress until March 17, 2019. If no application is avai-
lable until then, the contribution will be rejected and not be published.
